
BY‑LAWS OF THE BATTLEGROUND SADDLE CLUB, INC.


ARTICLE I


MEMBERSHIP
Sec. I
The name of this club shall be known as the Battleground Saddle Club, Inc.

Sec. II
The address of the club shall be the address of the presiding president.

Sec. III
The purpose for which this club is organized shall be to promote an interest in horses and horsemanship; generally, to promote and develop good fellowship among horse lovers of this community and those of the other towns; and to promote an understanding of horses and their care.

Sec. IV
Membership in the club is open to any person who:

       
(a)
is a minimum of 14 years of age;

(b)
attends a regular meeting or a planned social function of the club (horse shows not to be considered as a social function of the club);

(c)
has their name submitted for membership by a paid‑up member, within 60 days of the social function or meeting attended; and

(d)
is approved for membership by a 2/3 majority vote of paid‑up members present at the meeting.

A prospective member shall not be present at the meeting when he or she is voted on.

Sec. V
Membership shall be acknowledged by a club membership card and shall date from such acknowledgment, terminating the following December 31.

Sec. VI
The membership dues of $10.00 per adult and $5.00 per   junior member are payable at the time of application for membership and the first of January thereafter.  No person shall be enrolled as a member until such fees have been paid.

Sec. VIII
The secretary shall notify a member of his arrears in dues and if these are not paid within 60 days, he or she will be dropped from the club.

In the event a member is dropped for nonpayment of dues, re‑entry to good standing shall be per Article I, Section IV.

Sec. IX 
If any member shall be charged with the willful misrepresentation or dishonest dealing in connection with horses, or with any act derogatory to the purposes of the club, such charges shall be made in writing to the secretary.  The charges, together with the defense of the member, shall be considered by the Executive Committee, and said committee may by a 2/3 vote suspend or expel the member charged.


ARTICLE II


OFFICERS
Sec. I  
The officers of this club shall consist of a President, Vice‑President, Secretary, Treasurer and the members of the Executive Committee.

Sec. II
Officers shall be elected by ballot in November.  The terms of all officers shall be for one year, with the exception of the directors, whose terms shall run for three years.  All official terms shall begin January 1 succeeding elections.

Sec. III
Directors shall be elected from members in good standing, such directors being numbered "one, "two" and "three" and so designated on ballots at the time of first election.  Term of office for Director #1 shall be for three years, term of office for director #2 shall be for two years and term of office for director #3 shall be for one year.  One director shall be elected each year to succeed the director retiring that year.

Sec. IV
The general supervision and conduct of affairs of the club shall be vested in the Executive Committee.

Sec. V
The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Vice‑President, Secretary, Treasurer and the three directors.

Sec. VI  
The Executive Committee shall carry out the instructions of the club; shall authorize expenditures, provided such expenditures do not exceed the cash balance of the club; shall devise ways and means to carry out the objectives of the club; shall make such rules as they deem necessary during the year for the conduct of the meetings, etc. and shall have the power of the club and perform such other duties as pertain to the office.

Sec. VII 
The President shall preside at all meetings of the club and act as chairman of the Executive Committee; shall appoint all committees not otherwise provided for; shall call special meetings of the club and the Executive Committee and perform such other duties as pertain to the office.  The President shall have the authority to sign club checks.

Sec. VIII
The Vice‑President shall perform the duties of the President in case or his or her absence or inability to act.

Sec. IX 
The Secretary shall conduct the general correspondence  of the club; send out all notices of meetings of the club and Executive Committee; keep on file all letters received and copies of all letters sent; shall act as secretary of the Executive Committee; shall keep minutes of all meetings; shall keep on file in the minute book of the club a record of all questions and    measures submitted to the members for vote, together with a record of the vote cast thereon; shall collect dues and sponsor money, make record thereof and turn over to the Treasurer and perform such other duties as pertain to the office.

Sec. X   
The Treasurer shall collect all horse show receipts; shall pay from the funds of the club such claims as are properly authorized and approved; shall make financial report to the members at each stated or called meeting and perform such other duties as pertain to the office.

Sec. XI 
All monies, books, forms, letters, ledgers, correspondence and records pertaining to this club shall be preserved by the proper officers and surrendered as club property to their successors at the completion of their term.


ARTICLE III


JUDICIAL PROCEDURE
Sec. I
The parliamentary procedure of this club shall be governed by "Robert's Rules of Order" (subject to special rules).

Sec. II
Upon demand in writing, signed by four members of        the Executive Committee, or signed by not less than five members in good standing, any measure, rule or regulation passed or adopted by the Executive Committee shall be referred to members for vote, and the required majority vote of the members voting shall be final and binding upon the club, its members and officers.

Sec. III
Upon written request, signed by not less than ten        members in good standing, any proposed amendment to the constitution, by‑laws, rules or regulations of the club shall be submitted to members of the club for vote, and if such measure shall receive the affirmative vote of the majority of the members voting, such measure shall then be adopted and shall be binding upon the club, its members and officers.

Sec. IV  
The constitution having once been adopted, can only be repealed or amended by a 2/3 vote of members, each member in good standing to be notified of such proposed repeal or amendment in ample time to cast such vote by mail, if unable to attend.


ARTICLE IV


COMMITTEES
Sec. I 
All committee shall report in writing to the club when ordered, giving an account of their work.  No verbal report, except that of progress, shall be received. When the report of any committee includes the collection or disbursement of monies or pertains in any manner to finance, such report shall be made in detail.

Sec.  II 
No committee shall be discharged until all debts contracted by such committee shall have been paid.  All necessary expenses of the committee shall be paid by the club.

Sect. III
The first person named on a committee shall be its chairperson until said committee meets, at which time said committee may elect a chairperson.


ARTICLE V


LIQUIDATION OF CLUB
Sec. I  
Any property shall be sold at an auction of members in good standing only and any remaining property shall be sold at public auction and all monies shall be divided equally among all members in good standing.
