
BATTLE GROUND SADDLE CLUB


November 17, 2011

A meeting of the Battle Ground Saddle Club was called to order by the president, Kim Dimmick, at approximately 8:15 p.m. on November 17, 2011, at the Battle Ground United Methodist Church, following a wonderful Thanksgiving carry-in dinner.

The secretary then read the minutes of the previous meeting, followed by the treasurer's report.  Julie reported that the club's general account now contained $2,735.57, but she had a bill from Tom and Sue Harmeson for breading and other supplies associated with the recent fish fry in the sum of $80.75.  Lee and Dianna Ruse then submitted a bill of $34.99 for oil for the fish fry.  Kim Dimmick submitted a bill of $43.98 for a 16+ lb. ham (none of which was left) and Penny Burgess submitted a bill of $13.30 for a 20 lb. turkey (most of which disappeared).  Pat Dye submitted  bills of $28.88 for ink toner, $44.00 for stamps and $23.34 for paper plates and napkins, totaling $80.75.  All of the bills were approved for payment.

Kim asked about old business and Dianna Ruse said that there had been a great turnout for the fish fry and all agreed that the fish had been really good.  Lee Ruse pointed out that Tom Harmeson had caught the fish and provided the same at no cost to the club, in addition to which he and Sue were on their feet all night cooking.  At Lee=s suggestion, it was decided to show the club=s appreciation by providing Tom and Sue each with a $50.00 gift certificate.

Rita Lockridge talked about the A50 Mile Ride@ that she and other members had attended at O=Bannon State Forest hosted by the Old Capital Saddle Club to support the trail maintenance fund for that park.  She said that everyone had a great time and that a A100 Mile Ride@ was planned for four days next June.

Steve Auth talked about the National Ride that he and Marilyn had attended at the Kentucky Horse Park.  They both agreed that it had been worth the cost.

Kathy Kelly led the members in a round of applause for Kim and Penny for cooking the ham and turkey for the evening=s meal.

Lee Ruse gave details on the Christmas dinner being held on December 10.  Pat reminded members that various awards would be distributed.  In that regard, an early award was presented to Jack Wealing because it had been thought that he was going to miss the dinner.  Kim told how Jack had been wading at the pond when the fun day was held at the Lazy AA Bed & Breakfast and the fish continually nibbled on his toes and belly button.  Accordingly, Jack received some gummy worms and snakes to remember the occasion.  Pat said she hoped the early award would inspire the members to nominate others for any noteworthy activities.

Joan Wealing gave more details about the Lafayette Christmas Parade taking place on December 4 and the short parade being held the day before in Remington.

Pat said that the Chicagoland Lifestyle Equine and Holiday Market was taking place on November 19 and 20.

Kim reminded members that the treasurer was now accepting payment of dues for 2012.

The meeting proceeded to the election of officers.  Kim said that the current vice-president, secretary and treasurer had all agreed to serve again and no other nominations for those offices were submitted.  Kim then said that she had agreed to serve as president again if nobody else would volunteer but then said that Lee Ruse had volunteered to serve and she would gladly step down.  No other nominations were submitted, so Lee will be serving along with Rita, Pat and Julie.  Kim was then elected as a director to replace Kathy Kelly whose term expires at the end of this year.  Accordingly, our Board of Directors in 2012 will consist of Sue Harmeson, Cindy Ferguson and Kim Dimmick. 

Kim reminded members that we would not meet in December but the January 19 meeting would be when we plan the activities for the year.  Kim suggested that those involved in 4-H come to the meeting with their county=s 4-H schedule so that we can try to schedule around those times.  It was suggested that we start the meeting at 7:00 and perhaps provide pizza or subs, as it could be a long meeting.  Kim asked that those members not able to attend please advise if they had any particular places or dates in mind when they would be willing to serve as host for a campout or other event.  Kim said that we were in need of an Activity Director and Rita Lockridge volunteered.

Kim said that we needed to think about Memorial Day weekend already, as reservations at the state parks would open up on January 1.  Pat said that it was her understanding that JW Jones was open for camping again and perhaps that would be an option.  Lee and Dianna volunteered to check on that possibility.

There being no further business to discuss, upon motion of Karen Cadle, seconded by Doug Cordell, the meeting was adjourned.
